The Savior of the world is the 
embodiment of truth.
■ “…the only begotten from the Father, full of grace 

and truth” (John 1:14)
■ Truth came to be through Christ (John 1:17).
■ He is “the truth” (John 14:6).
■ He came “into the world to testify to the truth” (John 

18:37).



The Savior of the world is the 
embodiment of truth.
■ The majority rejects the truth which emanates from 

the Son of God.

■ Modern man’s Jesus is inclusive of everyone and 
everything because they want promises of eternal 
peace without repentance and transformation.



The truth of our Lord cuts an impartial 
path.
■ The path of our Lord Jesus is constricting and 

difficult (Matthew 7:13, 14).
– His path is the truth.
– Allegiance to Christ calls for adherence to the 

word of truth (Mark 8:34-37; Luke 9:23).
– Jesus came into the world wielding a sword – the 

sword of truth (Matthew 10:34-39).

– Jesus has all authority (Matthew 28:18).
■ ONE LORD (Ephesians 4:5)
■ ONE HEAD OF THE CHURCH (Ephesians 1:22; 

5:23)
■ No Popes, no church councils, no church 

presidents
